same are enclosed). However, so far we have not heard from your office.

We wish to meet you and discuss a pertinent issue that the CityMakers (homeless residents) of Delhi will
soon be facing if no action is taken on time.

As you would be aware, the Delhi Development Authority (DDA) has recommended amendments in the
Master Plan for Delhi 2021 in regard to the shelters for the CityMakers (homeless residents) in the city.
The DDA has recommended to amend clause 4. 4.3 of the Master Plan for Delhi 2021 which states that

there should be at least one shelter with complete faculutles per one lac populatlon The DDA has now
recommended to change it to one shelter per 5 lac populatlon If the recommendation is approved, it

will be catastrophic for the CltyMakers (homeless residents) as the number of shelters for the homeless
will go down to just 33 in the city. For 1,50,000 homeless residents in Delhi 33 shelters are just not

_enough and the recommendation willforce CityMakers (homeless re5|dents) further into poverty

In this regard, we'd like to meet you and discuss the issues of the CityMakers (homeless residents) and
the recommendation of the Delhi Development Authority to amend the Master Plan for Delhi 2021.
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For your reference please find enclosed SAM-BKS’ stand on the recommendation, a signed petition by
CityMakers, individuals, CSOs against the recommendation of the DDA, and media reports on the issue.

We'll be extremely grateful if we could meet you and discuss the issue before a dire scenario faces the
CityMakers (homeless residents) in the city.

DDA proposes only 33 shelters in Delhi

Delhi Development Authority (DDA) has proposed amendments in the Master Plan for Delhi 2021 in
regard to the shelters for the CityMakers (homeless residents) in the city. According to reports, the DDA
has recommended to amend clause 4.3 of the Master Plan for Delhi 2021 which states that there should
be at least one shelter with complete facilities per one lac population. The DDA has now recommended
to change it to one shelter per 5 lac population. If the centre government approves this
recommendation, it will be-catastrophic for the CityMakers {(homeless residents) in the city as the
number of shelters, which currently stands at 160, will go down to just 33.

Shahri Adhikar Manch: Begharon Ke Saath (SAM:BKS) strongly condemn this move of the DDA. SAM:BSK
believes that this is a ploy of DDA to drive out CityMakers (homeless residents) from the city.

Also DDA’s recommendation is a gross violation of the orders of the Hon’ble High Court of Delhi. In the
suo moto case W.P. (C) 29/2010 (the ongoing case), the High Court of Delhi in its orders dated
13.01.2010 and 10.02.2010 had observed that “... We find the aforesaid very disturbing. We had in our
order dated 13" January, 2010 noted that as per paragraph 4.3 of the Master Plan, one shelter per
1,00,000 population has to be provided... We had again, referring to the Master Plan 2021, observed
that night shelter for 1,00,000 to 1,50,000 homeless persons are to be provided. Inspite of our aforesaid
categorical orders, we fail to understand as to how the DDA could in the meeting aforesaid take a stand
that the Master Plan 2021 provide for night shelters for 15,000 persons only.” In the same order the
Hon’ble High Court of Delhi went on to observe that “The Master Plan visualizes one night shelter for
1,00,000 population. Even if table 13.18 is understood as providing for one night shelter of 1000 sq.
meter for 10,00,000 population, the same cannot override the substantial provision in para 4.3 of the
Master Plan. The interpretation of the DDA of the Master Plan is not found to be correct by us.”

If the recommendation of the DDA is accepted, it will have far reaching effect not just in Delhi but across
the country. According to a survey conducted by IGSSS in 2008, there were 1,50,000 homeless residents
in Delhi. As such the 160 shelter homes are too less to completely cater to the needs of CityMakers
(homeless residents), however, having just 33 shelters will push CityMakers further into deprivation and
destitution.



At the end of 10" Five Year Plan there was a shortfall of 24.71 million houses in urban India. 99.9
percent of this shortfall affects the Economically Weaker Sections and Lower Income Groups. Instead of
providing proper housing to the urban poor, the government through this new tactic of DDA is looking
to suffocate CityMakers (homeless residents) further and further.

This is a gross violation of human rights of CityMakers (homeless residents). SAM:BKS strongly opposes
this recommendation of DDA.

‘Honestly, I must add for the first time I felt we’ve a CEO of DUSIB who will deliver. It was
nice that Shri Shakti Sinha the new CEO of DUSIB sat till the end of the JAAC (This too
happened for the first time, after the times of Shri Manjit Singh & Ramesh Negi, in 2002 -
2004). And agreed to take crucial decisions and implement it.

The issues we mentioned in yesterday’s JAAC are as follows, do incorporate it in the
minutes: '

1. The CEO of DUSIB, should attend the entire proceedings of JAAC meeting,
unlike what happened during the previous CEQ’s time. He used to rarely come, and
when he came he would give opening remarks and go away. That’s responsible for
much of inaction at the level of DUSIB.

2. Asthe new CEO has about 6-7 departments of GNCTD, a request was made
to him to continue with DUSIB than others.

3. /DUSIB needs to take forward the JAAC’s recommendation of asking DDA to
not amend its clause 4.3 in MPD 2021, which states “One Night shelter shall be
provided for 1 lakh population.” A resolution to this effect was taken, vide minutes
of 29 May, 2012, page 4, 2™ para from the top, “The VC said that this Body
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‘unanimously resolved that the permanent night shelter be constructed one for
_population of 1 lac.”

/It was informed in that meeting that the Hon’ble High Court of Delhi asked for
implementation of the MPD 2012, clause 4.3 provision on 13.2.2010, 10.2.2010 and
- 9.8.2011./The Hon’ble Supreme Court of India made this clause applicable for the
entire country.  The effort of GNCTD / DUSIB and DDA is to make the orders of

" the Apex court of the country and the Hon’ble High Court of Delhi, ineffective. The
‘Hon’ble High Court of Delhi in its order dated 10.2.2010 made it abundantly clear
that: “Para 4.3 of the Master Plan is clear on this regard. The Master Plan visualizes
one night shelter for 1,00,000 population. Even if table 13.18 is understood as
“providing for one night shelter of 1000 sq.meter for 10,00,000 population, the same
‘cannot override the substantial provision in para 4.3 of the master Plan — 2021.
The interpretation of the DDA of the Master Plan is not found correct by us.”

{emphasis added}

. Thus the DDA clarification (vide its Minutes (No.F.1(5)/2011/Dir. (Plg.)MPR
&TC/) of the Second Meeting of the Management Action Group “Enforcement &
Monitoring” held on 28.12.2011) to GNCTD letter (D/ 320/Dir.(NS/11 dated
15.12.2011; Diary no- 481): “Director (MP) informed that the clarifications have
‘been provided to Govt. of NCT of Dethi that norms of ‘one night shelter for 5 lacs
‘population to be followed.” The group recommended processing for suitable
amendment in MPD — 2021, as part of review.” It seems the DDA is blissfully
Jignorant of the orders of the Hon’ble High Court of Delhi (which has exercised its
- mind on three previous occasions, before the 28.12.2011 meeting of DDA) or doing
' this amendment in MPD - 2021 with malafide intentions . '

The CEO DUSIB agreed to take this up with the DDA.

4.  The whole of summer went by without the fans being installed in the tin and
tent shelters, despite the Hon’ble High Court of Delhi’s orders (W.P. (C)29/2010)
of 25" May, 2011 and 31% May 2012. In fact SAM -- BKS had a protest outside
DUSIB on 8™ June, 2012 asking for the implementation of the Hon’ble High Court’s
orders. Still it was not done for the entire June. Now where the shelters have been
modified electricity connections are taking time and fans still are not there, even as
on 19" July 2012.

5. Drinking water stopped coming to many shelters in peak summer. Even now
it’s very erratic. At Lodi road shelter it came after over a week. And thisis a
regular trend. ' :

6. DUSIB needs to proactively support the shelters for the CityMakers (homeless
residents). The way Delhi is going, nobody want these shelters near their homes,
offices etc. Which are the spaces left then? The recent case is of Lodhi Road shelter,
which the Plot Holders Association (PHA) {except IGSSS} tried everything possible
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to stop the modification of the tent shelter to an all weather shelter. DUSIB’s role
was more reactive. Whereas , it should have been upfront in tackling this issue and
facilitated the process. As we (as IGSSS and SAM — BKS member) were assertive
on this for the rights of homeless women , children, disabled, destituted, elderly, etc.
we were able to write to all the authorities. Clarify the issues and that’s how the
shelter got completed yesterday, after 12 days, having been stuck for over a week.

7.  Despite numerous reminders and letters to DUSIB, for the modification of the
Majnu Ka Tila tent shelter (managed by us), it till date remains torn, in real bad
shape, and grounded. People are forced to sleep outside the tent. The modification
needs to be carried out at the earliest.

8. The permanent shelter at Majnu Ka Tila has locals drinking in the shelter, and
snatching the earnings of the CityMakers (homeless residents). The police is totally
absent from the scene here.

0. The Delhi Police which is the most brutal force for the homeless residents,
continues to beat remorselessly, the homeless residents (women , children, disabled,
destituted, elderly, mentally ill) every day and night. The Hon’ble High Court of
Delhi took up this issue in its order dated, 2™ May 2011.

They came once or twice to JAAC meeting, initially. They need to be asked to
come regularly for the JAAC meetings.

We indeed are happy to note that the new CEO of DUSIB, Shri Shakti Sinha, was very

B positive in yesterday’s meeting. And look forward to making Delhi into a role model for the

entire country, truly befitting the stature of it being the capital of INDIA. It’s our dream to
make Delhi and other cities of India (as we work in different cities too with the CityMakers
{homeless residents}) a truly caring city. A truly caring nation. 15™ August is not too far.
