Chronology

P 1950's - Recognized as a great visionary and healer; millions of people touched

» 1968 - Started development of Gebind Sadan, "God's House without Walls.” Plowing the land him
self he created the first farm and model of interfaith understanding.

» 1971 - Opposed corruption within Sikh temples.

» 1977 - Brought peace to the border state of Mizoram - personally settling the vicious decade-long
